Resiliency Planning: Preparing a vulnerability assessment
enables the County to identify key vulnerable populations
and assets and then set the groundwork for short and
long-term adaptation efforts.

Grant Funding: Preparing a vulnerability assessment and
complying with State requirements improves the eligibility
for grant funding to implement resiliency measures.
